The underlying use of sports enhancing drugs 

Ever since 1935 athletes and body builders were injecting steroids into their bodies. But the first ever drug testing was in 1972, until this moment a lot of athletes were injecting steroids into their body to increase their performance appearance. Several athletes have died from steroids, the most common death from steroids are professional wrestlers. Chris Benoit died from overdose of steroids and so did Eddie Guerreo, both of these athletes were professional wrestlers who died from a steroid overdose. Overall when an athlete goes on steroids just about every person can tell. His or her temper raises significantly, acne on the face and back and just general appearance. The athletes that go on steroids are representing a bad image to everyone that is a fan of that player. Anabolic steroids should be banned from all sports. As seen in the history of anabolic steroids, from the deaths due to overdose of steroids and from the bad example it sets to everyone in our society, Are all perfect examples on why they should be banned. Until 1935, no one knew that anabolic steroids were associated with the accumulation of muscle tissue.  In that year, two researchers experimenting on dogs discovered that testosterone given under certain conditions would increase muscle mass.(1,2) Hitler may have given some of his troops anabolic steroids to increase their aggressiveness, although this is not well- documented.(Smaitch 56) (1). The eraof steroids in sports began just before the World Weightlifting Championships of 1954. The Soviets had made their Olympic debut in Helsinki in 1952, and made quite an impact, but nothing compared to the show they put on in 1954 (Blake(1). Steroids have been used in several different types of sports ranging from football, baseball, bodybuilding, crew, and cycling. But believe it or not one of the most common sports people use performance-enhancing drugs in is cycling. Before and after all the big bike races the riders get drug tested, and the majority of the time results of the test come back positive and they are stripped from their title. Players that have been on steroids and caught using steroids (Several professional athletes have been accused of using steroids, and after their blood test the results have came back positive for steroid use. One of the most recent athletes that the anti doping association has been dealing with is Floyd Landis and Lance Armstrong. Lance has had several HGH test and steroid test, but recently they have dropped all allegations of him on steroids and let him ride along. Another example of athletes on steroids were when “60 Minutes revealed that Panthers offensive linemen Todd Steussie and Jeff Mitchell and punter Todd Sauerbrun were linked to a Columbia, S.C., doctor who was under a federal probe”.(Lennon 65)(1) People believe the majority of NFL football players are on some sort of illegal drug that is increasing their performance, and they also believe that the NFL should have more often drug testing dates and unexpected dates for the blood and drug testing. Whenever the NFL has drug testing all the players know when it is in advance. They should make unexpected appearances once a month, to surprise the players to find out who is really juicing and who is not. It is apparent that a lot of NFL players on steroids, from all their bad tempers, to their massive legs, and from their 20 inch biceps. Someone just does not get that big off nothing. But the funny thing about all the HGH testing is that half the players that are on steroids do not admit it, even though it is obvious, and after they get tested and there results come back positive for steroids use they still admit that they never used steroids.

 
However, it is pro wrestling where the problem appears to be the most omnipresent and deadly. “In five of the 25 deaths, medical examiners concluded that steroids might have played a role. Excessive steroid use can lead to an enlarged heart. In 12 others, examiners in medical reports cited evidence of use of painkillers, cocaine and other drugs” (Davidson)(2). Several athletes that go on steroids get addicted to them and almost always get addicted to them, and the majority of the time they overdose on them. Wrestlers are the most common athletes that die from overdose of steroids, but sometimes other drugs are mixed into the situation and it just becomes a deadly combination.  One of them main headlines a few years ago was a wrestler that was in the WWE, his ring name was Umaga but his real name was Edward Fatu. He was a very strange wrestler that had very awkward temper tantrums. One morning his wife walked into his room and found him lying on the floor dead, with blood coming out of his nose. Later on the news was released that he had failed his drug test, and denied going to a WWE Drug rehab lab for him to heal himself. Another great example of athletes that have used steroid is Barry Bonds, Mark Mcgwire, and Sami Sosa. When Barry Bonds, Sami Sosa, and Mark McGuire all got home run records in one season, but the only thing was is that they were all on steroids. They all should have been suspended from the Major League Baseball. Those three players were all gods back in those days, just because they injected an illegal substance into their body that made them a supper human, and hit the ball out of the park every time they were up at bat. As soon as they found out all three of them were juicing they all should have been stripped of their titles and been suspended. When ever any of them went into a hum run competition they killed the other opponents. Leaving the others no way to keep up, but the only option they had was to do steroids themselves, so eventually a lot of Major League Baseball athletes were on steroids, and that is when the MLB administration should have stepped in and said something. Several issues come with the usage of steroids, as funny as it sounds one of the main health issues with usage of steroids is high blood pressure, and functions of the liver. But there are many other cons of using steroids, facial hair increases, acne on body, temper, testicles get smaller on males, females voice deepens, and many more side effects. When looking over all these side effects is it really worth doing steroids? Although some may take steroids in cycles and they may be happy with the results they are seeing at the time, are they really going to be satisfied in the future with all the negative results of steroids.  

Reports indicate that use of anabolic steroids promotes lean muscle mass, strength, and ability to train longer and harder. There are several health hazards to steroid abuse, however, and some are irreversible. In addition, people who inject anabolic steroids run the added risk of contracting or transmitting hepatitis, which causes serious damage to the liver, or HIV, the virus that leads to AIDS. Many agree with it because if you have to get blood drawn and then have to compete in a competition that very same day you can be very out of it, be dizzy, or have a headache. I got my blood drawn yesterday and went to lacrosse later that day and it was not a fun practice, I did not feel good the entire practice and I wanted to pass out. It really did suck just because of the lack of blood I had in my body. I don’t agree with this because therefore any baseball player could inject steroids into his body before any baseball game and have his top performance. I believe that players inject illegal substances into their body before the game. If I were a baseball player and the MLB did not test for HGH before games or steroids I would most likely do steroids, just because of the easy access I had to do them, and I am sure all the players could somehow get a hold of steroids in the MLB just with all the gyms that are available and doctors and physicians they see.

 
Whenever an athlete injects steroids into their system people watching the player also believe it is ok for them to do steroids themselves. Recent test have shown about 20% of high school athletes are doing steroids just because college and professional athletes are doing steroids themselves. The average body weight of a high school athlete use to be 197 lbs. but recent studies have shown that the average weight of an athlete is around 215 lbs. Now just because more and more professional athletes are doing steroids they are encouraging younger athletes to do themselves. “Steroid policy in football and the NFL as we know it began in 1987. But to understand the use of steroids in football, first we need to take a look at the emerging trends in the high school and collegiate ranks.  Over the last few years more and more high school and collage athletes are starting to use steroids. The one main problem is there is no real HGH testing in high school sports so pretty much any high school athlete could do them if he or she chooses. These are fascinating consequences, to say the least. “If we take a look at an elite collegiate program such as Michigan State University, we see this trend again. In 1975, their average player weighed 213lbs, and by 2005 that weight had jumped to 236lbs” (Tailor 58) (2)  So lets all be honest, it obvious that the usage of steroids is increasing with athletes. The data shows it, but when are people going to step in and make it illegal. 

            Steroids have been used in the world of sports for centuries without any serious consequences.
